One of the four fasting seasons in the liturgical year, during the Apostles' Fast, we prepare to celebrate the Feast of the 
Chiefs-of-the-Apostles, Peter & Paul (June 29) & the Synaxis of the Holy Apostles (June 30). This fast varies in length 
each year, depending on the calculation of the Paschal cycle. Beginning on the Monday after Synaxis of All Saints, the 
fasting season lasts until the Feast of Ss. Peter & Paul (June 29).
