Mothers of the Three Holy Hierarchs: Emmelia, Nona, and Anthousa 
 

FIRST ANTIPHON  
My heart hath poured forth a good word; I speak of my works to the king. My 

tongue is the pen of a swiftly writing scribe. 

Refrain: Through the intercessions of the Theotokos, O Savior, save us! 

Grace is poured into thy lips: therefore, God hath blessed thee forever. 

(Refrain)  

Glory…Both now…(Refrain)  
 

SECOND ANTIPHON  
Gird Thy sword upon Thy thigh, O mighty One, in Thy comeliness and Thy 

beauty. Bend Thy bow, and proceed prosperously, and be king. 

Refrain: Save us, O Son of God, Who art borne in the arms of Righteous 

Symeon; who sing to Thee: Alleluia! 

Thine arrows are sharp, O mighty One, in the heart of the king’s enemies; 

whereby the peoples fall under Thee. (Refrain)  

A scepter of uprightness is the scepter of Thy kingdom. (Refrain)  

Glory…Both now…O Only-begotten Son…  

 

THIRD ANTIPHON 
Hearken, O daughter, and consider, and incline thine ear; forget also thine own 

people, and thy father’s house. Even the rich among the people shall entreat 

thy countenance. I shall commemorate thy name in every generation. 
 

• During the Little Entrance, chant the Apolytikion of the Presentation of Christ. Then, 

the following Entrance Hymn:  
 

ENTRANCE HYMN OF THE RESURRECTION 
Come let us worship and fall down before Christ. Save us, O Son of God, Who 

art risen from the dead; who sing to Thee: Alleluia! 
 

• After the Entrance, sing the hymns in the following order below: 
 

RESURRECTIONAL APOLYTIKION (TONE 2) 
When Thou didst submit Thyself unto death, O Thou deathless and immortal 

One, then Thou didst destroy hell with Thy Godly power. And when Thou 

didst raise the dead from beneath the earth, all the powers of Heaven did cry 

aloud unto Thee: O Christ, Thou giver of life, glory to Thee. 

 

 

APOLYTIKION OF THE PRESENTATION OF CHRIST (TONE 1) 
Rejoice, O Virgin Theotokos, full of grace, for from thee arose the Sun of justice, 

Christ our God, lighting those who are in darkness. Rejoice and be glad, O 

righteous Elder, carrying in thine arms the Deliverer of our souls, Who granteth 

us Resurrection. 
 

APOLYTIKION OF ST. NICHOLAS (TONE 4) 
In truth you were revealed to your flock, as a rule of faith, a model of meekness 

and a teacher of self-control. Therefore, you have won the heights by humility, 

riches by poverty. Holy Father, Bishop Nicholas, intercede with Christ our God 

that our souls may be saved. 
 

KONTAKION OF THE PRESENTATION OF CHRIST (TONE 1) 
Thou, O Christ God, Who by Thy Birth, didst sanctify the Virgin’s womb, and 

as is meet, didst bless Simeon’s arms, and didst also come to save us; preserve 

Thy fold in wars, and confirm them whom Thou didst love, for Thou alone art 

the Lover of mankind. 
 

TRISAGION HYMN 
English: Holy God, Holy Mighty, Holy Immortal,  have mercy on us.  

Arabic: Qudduson ullah, Qudduson ulqawi, Qudduson ullahdhi, la yamut 

urhamna. 

Greek: Agios O Theos, Agios Ischiros, Agios Athanatos, eleison imas. 

Glory to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit; both now and ever and unto 

ages of ages. Amen. 

Holy Immortal, have mercy on us.  

Holy God, Holy Mighty, Holy Immortal, have mercy on us.

Do not neglect the gift 

you have, which was given you by prophetic utterance when the council of 

elders laid their hands upon you. Practice these duties; devote yourself to them, 

so that all may see your progress. 
 

 



 

  
 
 

 

THE HOLY GOSPEL 

Reading from the Holy Gospel according to St. Luke (18:35-43) 

At that time, Jesus entered Jericho and was passing through. And there 

was a man named Zacchaeus; he was a chief tax collector, and rich. 

And he sought to see Who Jesus was, but could not, on account of the 

crowd, because he was small of stature. So he ran on ahead and 

climbed up into a sycamore tree to see Jesus, for He was to pass that 

way. And when Jesus came to the place, He looked up and said to him, 

“Zacchaeus, make haste and come down; for I must stay at your house 

today.” So he made haste and came down, and received Him joyfully. 

And when they saw it they all murmured, “He has gone in to be the 

guest of a man who is a sinner.” And Zacchaeus stood and said to the 

Lord, “Behold, Lord, the half of my goods I give to the poor; and if I 

have defrauded anyone of anything, I restore it fourfold.” And Jesus 

said to him, “Today salvation has come to this house, since he also is a 

son of Abraham; for the Son of man came to seek and to save the lost.”
