FIRST ANTIPHON  
It is good to give praise unto the Lord, and to chant unto Thy Name, Most High! 

Refrain: Through the intercessions of the Theotokos, O Savior, save us! 

To proclaim in the morning Thy mercy and Thy truth by night. (Refrain)  

Upright is the Lord our God, and there is no unrighteousness in Him. (Refrain)        

Glory…Both now…(Refrain)  
 

SECOND ANTIPHON  
The Lord is King; He is clothed with majesty! The Lord is clothed with strength 

and hath girt Himself. 

Refrain: Save us, O Son of God, Who art risen from the dead; who sing              

to Thee. Alleluia! 

For He established the world which shall not be shaken. (Refrain)  

Holiness becometh Thy house, O Lord, unto length of days. (Refrain)  

Glory…Both now…O Only-begotten Son…  

 
• During the Little Entrance, chant the Apolytikion of the Resurrection.                     

Then, the following Entrance Hymn:  
 

ENTRANCE HYMN OF THE RESURRECTION 

Come let us worship and fall down before Christ. Save us, O Son of God,      

Who art risen from the dead; who sing to Thee: Alleluia! 

 
• After the Entrance, sing the hymns in the following order below: 
 

RESURRECTIONAL APOLYTIKION (TONE 1) 
While the stone was sealed by the Jews, and the soldiers were guarding Thy 

most pure body, Thou didst arise on the third day, O Savior, granting life to 

the world. For which cause the heavenly powers cried aloud unto Thee, O giver 

of life. Glory to Thy Resurrection, O Christ, glory to Thy kingdom, glory to Thy 

providence, O Thou Who alone art the lover of mankind. 

 

APOLYTIKION OF THE HOLY FATHERS (TONE 8) 
Thou, O Christ, art our God of exceeding praise Who didst establish our Holy 

Fathers as luminous stars upon earth, and through them didst guide us unto 

the true Faith, O most merciful One, glory to Thee. 

APOLYTIKION OF ST. NICHOLAS (TONE 4) 
In truth you were revealed to your flock, as a rule of faith, a model of meekness 

and a teacher of self-control. Therefore, you have won the heights by humility, 

riches by poverty. Holy Father, Bishop Nicholas, intercede with Christ our God 

that our souls may be saved. 

 

KONTAKION OF REGULAR SUNDAYS (TONE 2) 
O protection of Christians that cannot be put to shame, mediation unto the 

Creator most constant, O despise not the suppliant voices of those who have 

sinned; but be thou quick, O good one, to come unto our aid, who in faith cry 

unto thee: Hasten to intercession, and speed thou to make supplication, thou 

who dost ever protect, O Theotokos, them that honor thee. 

 

TRISAGION HYMN 
English: Holy God, Holy Mighty, Holy Immortal,  have mercy on us.  

Arabic: Qudduson ullah, Qudduson ulqawi, Qudduson ullahdhi, la yamut 

urhamna. 

Greek: Agios O Theos, Agios Ischiros, Agios Athanatos, eleison imas. 

Glory to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit; both now and ever and unto 

ages of ages. Amen.       Holy Immortal, have mercy on us.  

Holy God, Holy Mighty, Holy Immortal, have mercy on us. 

 

THE EPISTLE 

Blessed are Thou, O Lord, the God of our Fathers.  

For Thou art just in all that Thou hast done to us. 

Reading from the Epistle of St. Paul to St. Titus (6:16-7:1) 

Titus, my son, faithful is the saying, and concerning these things I desire 

you to affirm confidently, that those who have believed in God may be 

thoughtful of how to preside in honorable occupations. These things are 

good and profitable to men. But avoid foolish disputes, and genealogies, 

and contentions, and controversies about the Law; for they are unprofitable 

and vain. A man who is a heretic after the first and second admonition 

reject, knowing that such a one is subverted, and sins, being self-

condemned. When I send Artemas to you, or Tychicós, give diligence to 

come to me to Nicopolis; for I have determined to winter there. Set forward 

Zenas the lawyer and Apollos on their journey diligently, that they may be 

lacking in nothing. And let our people also learn how to preside in 

honorable occupations, so as to help in cases of urgent need, that they 

should not be unfruitful. All who are with me salute you. Salute those who 

love us in the faith.

Reading from the Holy Gospel according to St. Luke (8:5-15) 

The Lord spoke this parable: “A sower went out to sow his seed; and as 

he sowed, some fell along the path, and was trodden under foot, and the 

birds of the air devoured it.  And some fell on the rock; and as it grew up, 

it withered away, because it had no moisture.  And some fell among 

thorns; and the thorns grew with it and choked it.  And some fell into good 

soil and grew, and yielded a hundredfold.”  And when His Disciples 

asked Him what this parable meant, Jesus said, “To you it has been given 

to know the secrets of the kingdom of God; but for others they are in 

parables, so that seeing they may not see, and hearing they may not 

understand.  Now the parable is this: The seed is the word of God.  The 

ones along the path are those who have heard; then the devil comes and 

takes away the word from their hearts that they may not believe and be 

saved.  And the ones on the rock are those who, when they hear the word, 

receive it with joy; but these have no root, they believe for a while and in 

time of temptation fall away.  And as for what fell among the thorns, they 

are those who hear, but as they go on their way, they are choked by the 

cares and riches and pleasures of life, and their fruit does not mature.  And 

as for that in the good soil, they are those who, hearing the word, hold it 

fast in an honest and good heart, and bring forth fruit with patience.”  As 

Jesus said this, He called out, “He who has ears to hear, let him hear.” 

 

 

SYNAXARION 
On this Sunday, we commemorate the holy and blessed Fathers who came 

together for the second time in Nicaea, during the reign of the pious and 

Christ-loving Sovereigns Constantine and Irene, against those who 

impiously, ignorantly and foolishly asserted that the Church of God 

worshippeth idols, and rejected the august and holy icons. The Council met 

in 787 to refute the Iconoclast heresy, whose camp believed that all depictions 

of Christ, His Mother and the saints should be destroyed. The iconophiles 

believed that icons served to preserve the doctrinal teachings of the Church; 

and they considered icons to be man’s dynamic way of expressing the divine 

through art and beauty. The council decreed that the veneration of icons was 

not idolatry (Exodus 20:4-5), because the honor shown to them is not directed 

to the wood or paint, but passes to the prototype, or the person depicted. It 

also upheld the possibility of depicting Christ, Who became man and took 

flesh at His Incarnation. The Father, on the other hand, cannot be represented 

in His eternal nature, because “no man has seen God at any time” (John 1:18).
