SECOND ANTIPHON

Therefore, you have won the heights by humility,
richesby poverty.Holy Father, Bishop Nicholas, intercede with Christ our God
that our souls may be saved.

KONTAKION OF REGULAR SUNDAYS (TONE 2)
O protection of Christians that cannot be put to shame, mediation unto the
Creator most constant, O despise not the suppliant voices of those who have
sinned; but be thou quick, O good one, to come unto our aid, who in faith cry
unto thee: Hasten to intercession, and speed thou to make supplication, thou
who dost ever protect, O Theotokos, them that honor thee.

THE EPISTLE
The Lord is my strength and my song. The Lord has chastened me severely.

Reading from the 2" Epistle of St. Paul to the Corinthians (11:31-12:9)
Brethren, the God and Father of the Lord Jesus, He Who is blessed forever,
knows that I do not lie. At Damascus, the governor under King Aretas
guarded the city of Damascusin order to seize me, butI was let downin a
basket through a window in the wall, and escaped his hands. Imust boast;
there is nothing to be gained by it, but I will go on to visions and revelations
of the Lord. Iknow a man in Christ who 14 years ago was caught up to the
third heaven —whether in the body or out of the body I do not know, God
knows. And I know that this man was caught up into Paradise —whether
in the body or out of the body I do not know, God knows —and he heard
things that cannot be told, which man may not utter. On behalf of this man
I'will boast, but on my own behalf I will notboast, except of my weaknesses.
Though if I wish to boast, I shall not be a fool, for I shall be speaking the
truth. But I refrain from it, so that no one may think more of me than he
sees in me or hears from me. And to keep me from being too elated by the
abundance of revelations, a thorn was given me in the flesh, a messenger
of Satan, to harass me, to keep me from being too elated. Three times I
besought the Lord about this, that it should leave me; but He said to me,
“My grace is sufficient for you, for My power is made perfectin weakness.”
I will all the more gladly boast of my weaknesses, thatthe power of Christ
may rest upon me.




Reading from the Holy Gospel according to St. Luke (7:11-16)

At that time, Jesus went to a city called Nain, and many of His disciples
and a great crowd went with Him. As He drew near to the gate of the
city, behold, a man who had died was being carried out, the only son
of his mother, and she was a widow; and a large crowd from the city
was with her. And when the Lord saw her, He had compassion on her
and said to her, “Do not weep.”

On October 19, we commemorate the holy and glorious Prophet Joel.
Joel was the son of Phanuel of the tribe of Reuben. He lived 800 years
before Christ, and foretold the misfortunes of the Israelites and their
captivity in Babylon for the sins that they had committed against God.
He called the people to fasting and the priests to penitent and tearful
prayer that God would have mercy on them; and they heard him. Joel
also prophesied the descent of the Holy Spirit upon the Apostles, and
the outpouring of His grace on all the faithful. He foretold and
described the Dreadful Judgment of God, and also the glory of God’s
holy Church. On this day, we also commemorate the Martyr Varos and
Seven Martyrs with him and our Righteous Mother Cleopatra of
Palestine. By the intercessions of Thy saints, O Christ God, have mercy
upon us. Amen.
