FIRST ANTIPHON  
It is good to give praise unto the Lord, and to chant unto Thy Name, Most High! 

Refrain: Through the intercessions of the Theotokos, O Savior, save us! 

To proclaim in the morning Thy mercy and Thy truth by night. (Refrain)  

Upright is the Lord our God, and there is no unrighteousness in Him. (Refrain)        

Glory…Both now…(Refrain)  

 

SECOND ANTIPHON  
The Lord is King; He is clothed with majesty! The Lord is clothed with strength 

and hath girt Himself. 

Refrain: Save us, O Son of God, Who art risen from the dead; who sing              

to Thee. Alleluia! 

For He established the world which shall not be shaken. (Refrain)  

Holiness becometh Thy house, O Lord, unto length of days. (Refrain)  

Glory…Both now…O Only-begotten Son…  

 
• During the Little Entrance, chant the Apolytikion of the Resurrection.                     

Then, the following Entrance Hymn:  

 

ENTRANCE HYMN OF THE RESURRECTION 

Come let us worship and fall down before Christ. Save us, O Son of God,      

Who art risen from the dead; who sing to Thee: Alleluia! 

 
• After the Entrance, sing the hymns in the following order below: 

 

RESURRECTIONAL APOLYTIKION (TONE 8) 
From the heights Thou didst descend, O compassionate One, and Thou didst 

submit to the three day burial, that Thou might deliver us from passion; Thou 

art our life and our Resurrection, O Lord, glory to Thee. 

 

APOLYTIKION OF ST. NICHOLAS (TONE 4) 
In truth you were revealed to your flock, as a rule of faith, a model of meekness 

and a teacher of self-control. Therefore, you have won the heights by humility, 

riches by poverty. Holy Father, Bishop Nicholas, intercede with Christ our God 

that our souls may be saved. 

 

KONTAKION OF REGULAR SUNDAYS (TONE 2) 
O protection of Christians that cannot be put to shame, mediation unto the 

Creator most constant, O despise not the suppliant voices of those who have 

sinned; but be thou quick, O good one, to come unto our aid, who in faith cry 

unto thee: Hasten to intercession, and speed thou to make supplication, thou 

who dost ever protect, O Theotokos, them that honor thee. 

 

TRISAGION HYMN 
English: Holy God, Holy Mighty, Holy Immortal,  have mercy on us.  

Arabic: Qudduson ullah, Qudduson ulqawi, Qudduson ullahdhi, la yamut 

urhamna. 

Greek: Agios O Theos, Agios Ischiros, Agios Athanatos, eleison imas. 

Glory to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit; both now and ever and unto 

ages of ages. Amen.       Holy Immortal, have mercy on us.

SYNAXARION 

On October 5, we commemorate the Martyr Charitina of Amisos. 

Orphaned young, Charitina was adopted by an eminent Christian man 

called Claudius, who brought her up as his own daughter. Charitina 

studied the law of God, day and night, and vowed to live in perpetual 

virginity as a true bride of Christ. The governor Dometius wanted to 

kill Charitina because she led many to the Lord. A judge ordered that 

her hair be cut off and live coals put on her head, but the maiden was 

preserved by God’s power. She was bound to a wheel which began to 

turn, but an angel of God stopped the wheel and Charitina remained 

unharmed. Then the wicked judge sent some dissolute youths to take 

her virginity. Fearing this attack, Charitina knelt in prayer to God to 

receive her soul before that could happen. At that moment, her soul 

soared to the immortal Kingdom of Christ in 290. On this day, we also 

commemorate Venerable John, bishop of Euchaïta; and Venerable 

Eudokimos of Vatopedi monastery on Athos. By the intercessions of 

Thy saints, O Christ God, have mercy upon us. Amen.
